ATTENTION: FAILURE TO READ AND OBEY THE
FOLLOWING CONDITIONS MAY RESULT IN YOUR

BEING SCRATCHED.

GENERAL CONDITIONS

1. All horses, owners, trainers and riders must be acceptable to the
Race Committees.

2. The Race Committees reserve the right to split, combine or cancel
any race.

3. The Race Committees reserve the right to refuse any entry.

4. The Race Committees may vary the conditions or courses in any
way which may seem in the best interests of the race meets.

5. The Stewards may scratch any horse or rider.

6. An official veterinarian may recommend to the Stewards that an
entry be scratched due to unsoundness.

7. The Race Committees and the owners of the properties on which
the races are held assume no responsibility for injury or loss
incurred by either participants or spectators, and entries are accepted
only under the condition that the participants release them from any
and all liabilities.

8. Horses must be checked in at the scratch board near the paddock
with the Race Day Secretary no later than one hour prior to the post
time listed on the overnight sheet of the first race in which they are
entered. This will be strictly enforced.

9. Minimum age for all riders will be sixteen. This does not apply to
pair and junior races.

10. A junior is a rider who has not reached his or her sixteenth
birthday as of January 1 of the current year.

11. Junior races are restricted to riders who are not licensed to ride
under rules.

12. Ponies may be measured at the Stewards’ discretion.

13. Current coggins tests are required and must be available on race
day; likewise a health certificate must accompany horses shipping
from outside Virginia.

14. All races will be ridden in proper race or hunting attire and
protective head gear. All riders must wear protective vests.
Overgirths are required in all races.

15. Riders are responsible for their own lead weights.

16. Horses must be entered and run under registered names.

17. All allowances must be claimed at time of entry. Allowances for
maidens apply to the type races (timber, hurdle, flat) in which they
are entered. Correct weights are the responsibility of the person
making the entry.

17a. In all series races, weight penalties apply only to the current
season.

18. Mares are allowed eight pounds in races not restricted to fillies
or mares.

19. Point-to-points are not sanctioned by the NSA, therefore results
will have no effect on a horse's eligibility in sanctioned races.

20. All riders must read and sign waiver of liability forms, and they
must be filed at the scratch board near the paddock before being
allowed to participate in any race on the Virginia Point-to-Point
Circuit. In case of minors the signing of indemnification agreements
will be required.

20a. Outriders and all other persons on horses/ponies on the

grounds are required to wear protective head gear and to read and
sign waiver of liability forms, and these forms must be on file.



21. Workmen's Compensation or personal insurance will be required
of all riders. Proof of insurance will be required before being
allowed to ride.

22. Races will be split at the Stewards' discretion when there are
more than the number of starters allowed in each point-to-point's
conditions.

23. Scratch time is 11:00 a.m., the Wednesday prior to the races at
(540) 439-3820.

24. The use of turn downs and raised toes (toe grabs) is prohibited.
Horses will be scratched or disqualified. A "raised" toe is defined as
an extension of the toe that exceeds 1/16 inch in depth.

25. The NSA Rule Book is used where applicable.

26. The Stewards shall exercize immediate supervision, control and
regulation of racing at each point to point. Race Day Stewards have
the authority to assess fines on trainers and riders for specific
infractions of rules. By entering a horse in a VPPA Sanctioned race,
trainers and riders agree to abide by those rules governing fines.

27. Pre-race veterinary examinations will be conducted.

28. Lead ponies or horses will be allowed only to take horses to the
start and then must clear the race course and remain stationary until
the completion of the race. In all races horses or ponies may be led
to the start but released when under starter's orders. Exceptions will
be at the discretion of the starter.

29. Any rider who falls or is thrown will not be allowed to ride
again during the day until he or she is examined and cleared by the
official physician and the stewards are so advised by the official
physician.

30. Violations of any of the general conditions may result in denial
of the right to participate in races on the Virginia Point-to-Point
Circuit.

31. Novice Riders over fences will be allowed 10 Ibs. in non-series
races over fences. (including the novice timber series) A novice is a
rider who has not won fifteen races over fences prior to January 1 of
the current year .

32. Every rider in all races must check out and in with the Clerk of
Scales. This also applies in races where weight is listed as “catch
weights”.

33. The minimum weight carried in races over hurdles is 130 Ibs,;
over timber, 140 Ibs.

34. ALL NOVICE RIDERS WILL BE REQUIRED TO HAVE
A REPRESENTATIVE SIGN AN AFFIDAVIT STATING
THAT THE NOVICE RIDER IS COMPETENT TO
COMPETE AT THIS LEVEL. A REPRESENTATIVE IS
EITHER A TRAINER OR A KNOWLEDGABLE RACING
OFFICIAL (ACCEPTABLE TO THE COMMITTEE)
FAMILIAR WITH THE ASPECTS OF RACE RIDING AND
HAS WITNESSED OR WORKED WITH THE NOVICE
RIDER. RIDERS WHO DO NOT HAVE A CURRENT
WORKING ASSOCIATION WITH A TRAINER SHOULD
CONTACT DON YOVANOVICH, (540) 592-9535 OR (540)
687-6067, FOR ACCREDITATION PROCEDURES.

CONDITIONS GOVERNING ENTRIES

FOXHUNTER STEEPLETHON (TIMBER)
Weight 165 Ibs. For fairly hunted five-year-olds and upward who
have not won a sanctioned timber race in the last three (3) years,
excluding foxhunter races. To be ridden by amateur riders who
have not won a sanctioned race in the last 5 years, excluding
foxhunter races. Approximately 2 1/2 miles over mostly timber.

FIFTH RACE
HEAVYWEIGHT OWNER - RIDER STEEPLETHON

Weight 185 Ibs. For fairly hunted five-year-olds and upward who
have not won a sanctioned timber race in the last three (3) years,
excluding foxhunter races. To be ridden by amateur riders who
have not won a sanctioned race in the last 5 years, excluding
foxhunter races. All riders or an immediate family member must be
able to claim 100% ownership of the mount. Approximately 2 1/2
miles over mostly timber.



SIXTH RACE - SENIOR FIELD MASTER'S CHASE

For fairly hunted five-year-olds and upward who have not won a
sanctioned timber race in the last three (3) years. To be ridden by
amateur riders who have never won a sanctioned jumping race.
Catch weights. Riders are to follow the Field Master over a flagged
course not to exceed 2 1/2 miles with no more than 18 obstacles;
jumps will be approximately 3'3". After the last fence, the Field
Master will release the field to race for the finish. Riders competing
in this division are not eligible for other races during the day except
flat or relay races.

SEVENTH RACE - STICK PONY RACE
Open to amateur “jockeys” 7 years of age and under. All
jockeys must supply their own “mount” and are encouraged to
wear racing silks. About 25 feet on the flat. Enter on race day.
Entry fee $5. Prizes to all runners.

EIGHTH RACE - THE BEAT UP CuP
NAPPA 10TH ANNIVERSARY
Race type yet to be determined, most likely Field Master's
Chase. Entry fee $500. NAPPA Alumni preferred. Minimum
weight 180 Ibs. To be ridden in racing colors. $500 to winning
entry! Proceeds from this race to benefit NAPPA’s educational
funds.
NINTH RACE - THE PEOPLECHASE [47]

For entrants on foot not eligible for the stick pony race, to be run
over jumps at varying distances, depending on runner age, not to
exceed 1 mile. Visit website for details, sign up on race day.

***Fjeld Master's Chase Rules: Entries are to follow the Field
Master over a flagged course not to exceed 2 miles with no more
than 12 obstacles, none of which are to exceed 2"9". After the
last fence, the Field Master will release the field to race for the
finish.

Races that do not fill may be canceled or have their conditions
altered.

ADDITIONAL RACE INFORMATION
All entries must be NAPPA members and have completed at least
one NAPPA qualifying race in the 2011 Spring or 2010 Fall racing
season. NAPPA horses/ponies with the most points will have first
priority to race entries. Races may be combined, split, or
requirements and conditions may be changed at the request of the
race committee. Entrants should have verification of hunting
certificate on file with NAPPA. Additional entries may be accepted
to fill races. Lead line ponies may enter an additional race.

*All entries are responsible for their own lead and must wear current
ASTM/SEI approved helmets, a protective vest, and an overgirth.
The use of a whip is forbidden in all Field Master's Chase races and
the lead line trot race.
